— Praise is the joyful expression of honor, thanksgiving, admiration, and worship
directed toward God.

- A Sacrifice Given By Us, Offered To God, & Is The Fruit Of Thankful Hearts.
— Praise Is Not:

- Entertainment, Hyper-Emotionalism, & Is Not Designed To Impress Others.
- Merely Outward Only, But From A Genuine & Sincere Heart.
