- God Wants More....

— To Do Justly....

- This Means “To act toward God and man according to the divine standard of
righteousness in His law.” (Hailey). Ezekiel 18:5-9.

- This Did Involve The Offering Of Sacrifices Commanded By God.

- But It Also Involved Treating Their Fellow Man In A Way That Was Right And Fair.

- A Failure To “Do Justly” Was One Reason Brought Captivity- Zechariah 7:8-14; 8:16-17.

— To Love Mercy....

- This Means “To show a compassionate warm-heartedness toward man.” (Hailey).
- We Become More Like God- Micah 7:18-19.
- Jesus Condemned Those Who Failed To Show Mercy- Matthew 23:23.

— To Walk Humbly With Your God...

- This Involves Living “In humble and submissive obedience to His desire and will.” (Hailey).
- It Is The Humble Heart & Spirit That Pleases God- Isaiah 57:15; 66:1-2.

- God Hates The Proud & Arrogant- Proverbs 8:13.

- They Needed To Agree With God’s Ways To Walk With Him- Amos 3:3.
