     —  Some Teach That Jesus Was A Created Being— An Angel.

            - “From His superiority over the other angels the prehuman first-born Son of God could be 
called an “archangel.”  “Before His coming down to earth as a man he was not known in heaven as 
Jesus Christ.”  (“New Heavens and a New Earth, Pg. 28).

“Revelation 12:7-10, ….It proves that Micael the archangel is no other than the only-begotten Son 

    of God, now Jesus Christ.”  (“New Heavens and a New Earth, Pg. 30).


   — Mistakenly Have Jesus In Malachi 3:1—Answer: Matthew 11:10. 

   — Some Teach Jesus Is The Father, The Son, & The Holy Spirit In One Person. John 10:30. 
      

   — But What Does The Bible Say? Hebrews 13:8. 

II. The Role That Jesus Has In Being The Father’s Son. 
      

     — Jesus— God With Us.

           - Colossians 2:9, “Godhead” (NKJB) “Deity” (NASB) refers to Jesus in this passage.

           - Godhead- the nature or state of being God—‘deity, divine nature, divine being.’

     — John 1:1; vs. 14. Not: “and the Word was a god.” (NWT).

      
     — Isaiah 7:14–Matthew 1:23; Isaiah 9:6-7.  
      
     — Philippians 2:5-11. Jesus “Existed in the form of God.”

      
     — His Eternal Nature Like The Father- John 8:56-59—Exodus 3:14; Micah 5:2. 
      
     — Acts 20:28. “Feed The church of God which He purchased with His own blood.” 
           - Not:  “…He purchased with His own blood.” [Son]. (New World Translation)

     

     — Some Might Argue, “How Could God Die, Like Jesus Died?”

     

     — Answer: Jesus’ Body Died On The Cross, But His Spirit Went To Paradise. Luke 23:43. 
      
     — The Father Gave Jesus A Body For This Purpose- Hebrews 10:5-10.
